UCL will where practical and 
possible do what it reasonably can to provide appropriate and alternative options to you to minimise the 
disruption you experience.  If the circumstances or events are ongoing for a continuous period of more 
than 30 days, either you or UCL may end the Contract without liability immediately on giving written 
notice to the other.
